If you 
have a partner and some dependants that you wish to join up to a club as well, you’ll need to 
create an Eventor Account for each of them in turn and go through the same set up option as 
yourself. You can put in your contact details for each. Each family member needs a “unique 
username”, but the password can be the same as yours. This “one by one” set up only has to be 
done the first time you join your family up to a club. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

Almost there! You now need to click ‘Go to payment page in PayPal’ and pay for your membership 

 

 

NOTE: If PayPal or credit card via PayPal is a problem platform for you, click on the “Cancel” option 

and contact the Membership Officer  for alternative arrangements. Your membership will be 

shown on your Eventor account as unpaid but will remain valid for a few days until sorted. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

If you also have other family members to set up as well for the first time, also click the “cancel” 

option on your payment option and complete their set up one by one the same as yours above, 

“cancelling” out on the final payment each time. Contact the membership Officer who can then 

combine your purchase orders into one so you can make one total payment under your login. 

FINAL CHECKS: 

Log back into Eventor and make sure your Usernane/password get you in ok. If not, contact the 

membership officer to reset it for you. 

Click on “My Pages” and quickly check through the “tabs” on your profile details. 

Make sure your organisation has your Club selected as your organisation choice for login. Click on 

“Save” after any changes 
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Do the same checks for other family members. 

Casual Qld-Non Member Option 

If you choose to set yourself up as a “Casual QLD Non Member”, the process is the same as for a 

club application, but you don’t need to make any payment. You can set up other family members 

the same as yourself, but they still each need a unique username. 

 

If you later decide to convert yourself and/or other family members to a full Club membership, log 

into each of your profiles and apply for a Club membership under each login on top of your 

Casual Qld membership. Email the Membership Officer first to check your setup and combine 

payments if required.  
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
